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Removing Spring Service Weekend 2018

During the August and September 2017 Lodge Executive Committee (LEC) meetings, the LEC is faced with a

great question that concerns us all: should we have the Spring Service Weekend next year?

This question caused confusion amongst the LEC, committee leaders, and interested brothers in attendance.

The Lodge’s Staff Advisor, Zach Oman, explains, as summarized from the September 2017 LEC Minutes:

Q: What are the pros and cons of removing Spring Service Weekend? Is there an issue about being at

Camp Kiwanis? Are there alternatives?

A: The biggest issues come from the additional stress and strain put on the Kitchen Crew when we’re
at Kiwanis and elsewhere. (This also limits our menu options.) Besides Lions, other camps within
reasonable distance lack places for the whole lodge to gather and eat safely (i.e. the dining hall) and for

the kitchen crew to have a safe place to cook and serve food (i.e. the Camp Lions kitchen).
There is only one toilet in all of Camp Kiwanis, and port-a-potties are expensive to rent.

Our service weekend schedule was formed around our past council camp, Bayport Scout Reservation.
Spring and Summer service were meant for setting up and taking down camp respectively, with the
Winter weekend for an extra weekend for us to do standard service and lodge business. Now that we’re
without a council camp, Spring Service Weekend is the least attended weekend of the three, and we’re
having all the issues above — why have it? Blue Heron Lodge is bigger than we are, yet they also only

have two service weekends.

Lodge Chief Chris Badalis indicated to the LEC and to the Lodge that he wants each chapter to debate this
decision during their chapter meetingsthismonth.
